Note: Due to the Announcement of the Council for Democratic Reform No. 3 dated 19 September 2006, the Constitution of the Kingdom of Thailand B.E.
2540 has been abrogated. The Senate, House of Representatives, the Council of Ministers and the Constitutional Court of the Kingdom of Thailand have
been abolished together with the abrogation of the Constitution. Therefore, all bills pending consideration by the previous national assembly were
superseded.

A bill shall be proposed either by the Cabinet or the National Legislative Assembly. The one proposed by the Cabinet shall be initially considered and
approved by the Council of Ministers (Cabinet). Such approved bill shall then be forwarded for review by the Office of the Council of State. Upon review by
the Office of the Council of State, the bill will be listed in the agenda of the National Legislative Assembly for 1st, 2nd and 3rd readings prior to submission to
His Majesty the King for his consent and publishing in the Government Gazette. The bill proposed by the National Legislative Assembly shall be listed in the
Agenda of the National Legislative Assembly Meeting for 1% reading. In practice, the Cabinet may take such bill proposed by the National Legislative
Assembly for Cabinet’s consideration prior to submission to the National Legislative Assembly for 1%, 2" and 3™ readings.
